Instructions

Before the Mission Begins, your team should practice

analyzing hurricane data. You should be able to:

o Receive real-time data for the storm and predict its
movement and strength.

o Plot latitude and longitude coordinates on the
tracking map.

o Calculate speed of the storm and estimated time to
landfall.

e Determine whether there is any predicted danger,
and the degree and type of danger.

o Prepare a report form every five minutes to be
read to Mission Control by the Communicator.

e Hurricane Tracking Map
e Calculator, Ruler, Compass
